SAWC Monthly Club Hunt Rules
2009 - 2010 Season

Southern Arizona Wildlife Callers monthly club hunts will be held during the
months of August 2009 to March 2010 and is open to all current members of SAWC.
Non members may participate on a one time basis but must join our club if they wish
to continue hunting within our organization.

Multi Club type hunts will be separate from our monthly club hunts.

All members of a team must sign up with the Huntmaster the day of the hunt either
by email or telephone call. Check in and check out times as well as locations will be
announced at general meetings and in the Huntmaster’s report.

A team may consist of one hunter or as many as the team determines is safe and
workable. Non-adult team members must be supervised by adult members. Non-

adults are classified as fourteen years of age or under.

All members of a team must hunt together on the same stand regardless of the size of
the team. Splitting up of a team is not allowed.

Teams must present the animals taken on the hunt at the check out location and by
the time indicated by the Huntmaster. Teams that do not report back by sundown of
the day of the hunt will be scored a zero (0) for that hunt.

Members of one team may hunt with other teams for different hunts.

The use of dog(s) to aid in calling and hunting is not authorized.

Points awarded for animals taken during the monthly hunts are:

Animal: Coyote, Fox (all), Badger, Ringtail Cat or Raccoon =1 Point per animal.
Animal: Bobcat, Bear or Lion = 2 Points per animal.

Bonus Point= Taking out a novice and/or a non member who subsequently joins
SAWC at the end of the hunt or during the next general membership meeting = 1
Point.

Awards may be awarded at the following general membership meeting.

The top three teams will be recognized at the end of the club hunt season.

Teams must not leave the state of Arizona in pursuit of animals during club hunts.

The decision of the Huntmaster is final on any disputes or disagreements.
